
Gallery Walk
Objective:

To allow students to view each other’s final products.  This activity allows students to interact with numerous examples of skilled performance (some might not be so skilled).  As they walk around the exhibits they get ideas about what they could have done.  As they do this they develop a deeper understanding of the concept.
Directions:

· Completed group products are displayed around the classroom.

· On a signal, groups pass from one product to another, responding as groups to the products they see by writing questions or adding ideas.

· It may be necessary to time each “turn”.
· It is sometimes helpful to have students tour the displays with a rubric that emphasizes the anticipated product.

· Sometimes, posing an essential question such as “How well do you think the designer/creator of this display understood the material? Why do you think that?”
