This is effective as a reflection tool looking at a topic or issue and responding to it at a tangent.

	May be done individually, in a small table group, or as a large group

	4-5 minutes

	Table groups

	Difficulty level
	Low risk, easy

	Brain bits
	Emotional impact and social support, development of cognitive learning in terms of developing common vocabulary, clarifying, and sharing

	Brain’s natural learning systems
	Emotional, cognitive, reflective

	Materials
	Paper and pen or pencil


Process Directions
1. At the right hand side of the right angle, the participant fills in the facts related to the topic or issue.

2. At the bottom, the participant responds to the issue with opinions, reactions, or feelings.

When
· Participants need to think about an issue from the intuitive sense and react from personal perspective with emotions and opinions.

· We want to know how people think and feel toward a new idea or concept.

· We want to encourage people to share honest reactions to build trust and clarity.
